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Take the handlebar mount and two cable ties. Position the mount so it straddles the head stem. Thread the cable ties
through the holes in the mount and tie.

          

Align the mount so it is equally spaced over the stem and fasten as tight as you can. Using a pair of side cutters or pliers
snip the excess tie ends.

          

Take the light set from the roll up pouch and position on the handlebar mount cradle. Make sure the logo is not upside
down. Bring the strap over the light and fasten on its location peg.
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Once the light is positioned bring over the 6 hr battery. Position the battery under the stem and Velcro the strap so it is
tight.

          

With the battery secure you can now turn the light on by plugging the power cord into the light. Now you can adjust the
beam to your liking. By holding the handlebar mount you can rotate the fixture on the handlebar to get the beam
somewhere close.
NOTE: The mount has been designed for use with Diameter 32mm handlebars but can be used on diameter 25mm. To
use on 25mm or if you really don’t want any movement of your mount on the handlebars, wrap either rubber (cut down
inner tube) or insulation tape, then cable tie the mount to the handlebars. When using on Diameter 32mm bars it is not
necessary to use anything under the mount.

          

Once secure the fine adjustment can be made by swiveling the independent rotational light shells.
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When the light is not in use return the power plug to its holster. (Tuck the plug under the elasticated strap)

                                                                     

Congratulations you have successfully fitted the handlebar mount and battery. This is one way of mounting your light. You
can mount the light underneath the handlebar or in front of the handlebar, the choice is yours, whatever suits……

Should you wish to save even more weight and fit the 3 hour battery then mount exactly the same way. Take note that if
you do shorten the Velcro strap by cutting it then you’ll have a hard job using it on the helmet. Simply wrap the excess
strap around the stem and battery.

Should you wish to mount the battery elsewhere on your steed. Take the extension lead supplied in your kit and cable tie
it to your frame. The 6 hour battery can be mounted anywhere on your frame using the multi position battery pouch.

We recommend that you remove the battery from the pouch when you have enjoyed wet weather riding. If the pouch
becomes filthy dirty, remove the battery and pouch and wash the pouch in luke warm soapy water and leave to dry. Do
not place in a clothes drier otherwise it will shrink!
